If you are
participating in bike riding activities, please bring your bike and a helmet. 

What should I bring?Q

The check-in table will be located adjacent to the Mobile Stage and Bike Valet
area. 

Where do I check in?Q

Am I allowed to bring other sports/transportation equipment besides a bike?

Only bicycles and e-bikes will be permitted in the bike riding activities.

Do I need a bicycle to participate? What if I do not have a bicycle?

Yes. All participants of the Bike Safety Rodeo, Explorer Ride, and Family
Adventure Ride must have a bicycle. Visit our local Carson Cyclery to
purchase a bike.

Do I have to pay for parking?

Free parking is available in Lot 3 only.
