Economic Development General Manager Graves, and Council Member Davis-Holmes regarding relocated businesses and that transition time would be allowed and the City of Carson would work with and be sensitive to the businesses.  She clarified that it was never intended to downgrade the ordinance, but to assist the relocated businesses.  Whereupon, City Manager Groomes and Economic Development General Manager Graves briefly discussed the issues raised at the meeting – primary signage at the construction site and lag time between opening new businesses.

Dr. Rita Boggs, 21328 Island, Carson, California 90745, concurred with the comments expressed by Mr. Smalley to broaden the language so that it was not for one particular family and added that the City Council incorporate respect for others who have made the effort to pay their mortgages on time.

Lavonne Spicer-Moore, 20203 Campaign Drive, Carson, California 90746, reported that Carson has 1500 houses in foreclosure.  She raised the following inquiries:  

· Why was American Home Mortgage being asked to accommodate the Torres Family? 

· Why was the City of Carson involved in this dilemma?  

Robert Lesley, P. O. Box 11164, Carson, California 90749, concurred with the comments expressed by Ms. Spicer-Moore and questioned why this issue should be sensationalized.  He stated that there was a collective issue about the mortgage problem and felt that the suffrage of people should not be politicized.

Eugenia Blackburn, 19317 S. Cliveden, Carson, California 90746, expressed her disagreement with this item.  She stated that everyone was having problems and that several homes on Broadacres were having problems.  She felt that the Torres Family should repurchase the single family residence themselves.  
Mayor Dear clarified that American Home Mortgage was the company dealing with the Torres Family.

Robert Lesley, P. O. Box 11164, Carson, California 90749, urged the City Council to look at special events collectively and budgetize the whole issue.  He felt that this item was a political ploy.

Jun Aglipay, 322 W. 230th Street, Carson, California 90745, did not feel that that the City Council should foster divisiveness and, instead, should think about the other groups.  

Emmanuel Salomon, 1828 E. 214th Street, Carson, California 90745, expressed concern about the issue of funding one group and not the other groups.
Felix Acosta, 21311 Millpoint Avenue, Carson, California 90745, representing the Philippine Independence Day Foundation, reported that, at first glance, the Board was appreciative.  However, they became concerned about the other groups because something did not look right.  He considered Carson to be a diverse city and recommended that the reconsideration be for equal representation.  He appreciated the offer, but he did not feel good about it.

Mayor Dear reported that he had been requested to place this item on the agenda by members of the Foundation since the event required planning many months in advance.  He stated that he wanted special events, such as Philippine Independence Day, Samoan Flag Day, and Cinco de Mayo to be funded.

Bill Smalley, 17700 S. Avalon Boulevard, No. 111, Carson, California 90746, expressed his support of the comments of Mr. Acosta and the position of Mayor Dear.  He also recommended a review of the general fund to see if money is available.
Fa’auliulito H. Meni, 525 E. 246th Street, No. 12, Wilmington, California 90744, commended the Filipino brothers and what they’ve said.  She stated that Carson was a city of people from around the world.  However, this was a time of sacrifice -- everyone needed to sacrifice.  She felt that the people organizing the special events should find the funds.  She encouraged the City Council to spend money wisely and support the employees.  She added that we were one home and one people here.
Dr. Rita Boggs, 21328 Island, Carson, California 90745, expressed her support for the different ethnic groups and activities.  She felt, however, that if money was involved, perhaps, some give and take would be appropriate.  

Mayor Dear withdrew his request for the agenda item and continued the item for one month.  Whereupon, City Attorney Wynder clarified that this item could not be continued and that action was already taken to look at all special events on March 4.
Council Member Santarina referred to the budget review meeting tomorrow and inquired whether the City Council could decide funding for the special events.  Whereupon, City Manager Groomes reported that staff was directed to bring this item back after March 4.  He clarified that the difference was that an item for reconsideration does not need to come back.  Additionally, that tomorrow night’s meeting was specifically about the balance of the Fiscal Year through June 30 -- technically, the focus would be how to get through the fiscal year.  Also, there was a request from AFSCME and Employee’s Coalition about what should be happening and a part of the request was to cancel special events.
