The City of Carson is relatlvely flat with most elevations ranging between 20 to 40 feet
above sea level with the exception of Dominguez Hills in where elevations reach 195
. feet above sea level. The lowest points in the City are at Del Amo Park (five feet below.
sea level) and under. water in the Dominguez Channel (almost 15 feet below sea level).

Though considered an urban city, Carson has an abundance of recreational activities.
There are 14 city-operated parks in the City of Carson (including two mini-parks), as well
as one county-operated park, three public swimming pools (one county-operated), two
golf courses (non-city operated), a 25,000- square foot Sports Complex and a 31,000
square foot Community Center.
