NEW BUSINESS CONSENT 

A) Extension of Time for Conditional Use Permit No. 616-06

Applicant’s Request:
The applicant, BP West Coast Products, LLC, is requesting a one-year time extension for the construction of two 260-foot diameter covered external floating roof tanks to store crude oil on approximately 28 acres at the BP Carson Crude Terminal (CCT) located at 1150 East 223rd Street.

Staff’s Recommendation:
APPROVE the extension of time for Conditional Use Permit No. 616-06 until April 14, 2010; and ADOPT a Minute resolution extending the approval to April 14, 2010.

Planning Commission Decision:

Commissioner Cannon moved, seconded by Commissioner Brown, to approve the one-year extension to April 14, 2010.  Motion carried (absent Commissioner Gordon).

Extension of Time for Conditional Use Permit No. 690-08 
Applicant’s Request:
The applicant, Sonic Automotive, is requesting a one-year time extension for Design Overlay Review No. 1262-08 and Conditional Use Permit No. 690-08 to permit the sale of previously owned (“used”) vehicles as a primary use in the CA (Commercial, Automotive) zoned district.  The property is located at
21212 Avalon Boulevard.
Staff’s Recommendation:
Associate Planner Newberg presented staff report and the recommendation to APPROVE the extension of time for Design Overlay Review No. 1262-08 and Conditional Use Permit No. 690-08 until May 1, 2010; and ADOPT a Minute resolution extending the approval to May 1, 2010.
Commissioner Brown addressed his concern with this lot not being used for a lengthy period of time.
Associate Planner Newberg stated that Sonic has another eight years on its lease and that they are pursuing other opportunities for this site.

Patrick Wirz, project architect, stated they are aggressively trying to get something on this site, but noted the difficulty in these difficult economic times.
David Coe, representing the applicant, stated they are proactively seeking viable tenants for this property, pointing out the high cost of leasing an empty site.
Planning Commission Decision:

Chairman Faletogo moved, seconded by Vice-Chairman Saenz, to approve the one-year extension to May 1, 2010.  Motion carried (absent Commissioner Gordon).

C) Extension of Time for Modification No. 1 to 

Special Use Permit No. 106-74

Applicant’s Request:
The applicant, Colony Cove Properties, is requesting a one-year time extension for Modification No. 1 to Special Use Permit No. 106-74 to permit an additional 21 mobile home spaces to an existing 404-unit mobile home park (Colony Cove Mobile Estates) located on approximately 52 acres in the RM-8-D (Residential, Multi-family – 8 units per acre – Design Overlay) zoned district.  The property is located at 17700 Avalon Boulevard.

Staff’s Recommendation:

APPROVE the extension of time for Modification No. 1 to Special Use Permit No. 106-74 until March 25, 2010; and ADOPT a Minute resolution extending the approval to March 25, 2010.

Applicant’s Request:
The applicant, Henry & Alicia Pigee, is requesting shared parking to facilitate church use on a site located in the ML (Manufacturing, Light Industrial) zoned district.  The property is located at 1135 East Janis Street & 1161 East Walnut Street.
Staff’s Recommendation:
Associate Planner Gonzalez presented staff report and the recommendation to WAIVE further reading and ADOPT Resolution No.___, entitled, “A Resolution of the Planning Commission of the city of Carson approving Modification No. 1 to Conditional Use Permit No. 702-08 for shared parking at 1161 East Walnut Street to facilitate church use at 1135 East Janis Street.”

B) Design Overlay Review No. 1304-09 and

Applicant’s Request:
The applicant, Francisco Bravo, is requesting to construct two (2) new single-family homes and a 317-square-foot addition to an existing 1,032-square-foot single-family home on a 0.30-acre lot in the RM-12-D (Residential, Multifamily – 12 units/acre – Design Overlay) zoning district.  The property is located at 323 East 220th Street.
Staff’s Recommendation:

Associate Planner Newberg presented staff report and the recommendation to WAIVE further reading and ADOPT Resolution No._____, entitled, “A Resolution of the Planning Commission of the city of Carson approving Design Overlay Review No. 1304-09 and Conditional Use Permit No. 720-09 approving an addition to an existing single-family home and the construction of two single-family homes located at 323 East 220th Street.”

Francisco Bravo, applicant, noted his concurrence with the conditions of approval.

NEW BUSINESS DISCUSSION  -  Workshop

A) Child Day Care Facilities
Applicant’s Request:

City of Carson – Planning Division is requesting the Planning Commission direct staff to draft an ordinance addressing child day care use and appropriate zoning locations citywide.
Staff’s Recommendation:
Senior Planner Signo presented staff report and the recommendation to CONSIDER and DISCUSS staff’s recommendation to amend the sections of the code dealing with child day care; and DIRECT staff to draft an ordinance for consideration by the Planning Commission; or RECEIVE and FILE.  He noted that some of the changes would be number of parking spaces, hours of operation, drop-off areas, fire protection.
Assistant City Attorney Galante explained that state law pre-empts some local regulations regarding child day care facilities.
Commissioner Brimmer expressed her concern that a change in the ordinance may financially impact some day care businesses in these struggling financial times; and asked that staff provide more detail as to how these businesses will be financially impacted.

Planning Commission Decision:

Commissioner Brown moved, seconded by Commissioner Graber, to direct staff to draft an ordinance for consideration by the Planning Commission; and for staff to provide further information as to which businesses will be impacted and how those businesses will be financially impacted.  Motion carried (absent Commissioner Gordon).
